the new Federal Member for Higgins

Melbourne Hebrew Congregation
via its Chairman, executive and
members maintains an active
connection with both Federal and
State politicians. Over the years
Prime Ministers, Premiers and local
members have assisted with funding,
grants and attended numerous
festivals and memorial functions in
their respective roles.

Previous issues of Destiny have
published contributions or interviews
with local members so in keeping
with that tradition Freda Kaufman
interviewed the new member for
Higgins, Kelly O’Dwyer who was
elected to replace retiring MP (and
friend of MHC) Peter Costello AC.

Chatting with Kelly O’'Dwyer
was like drinking a glass of
sparkling bubbly — refreshing,
effervescent but not
overpoweringly so, stimulating
and served at the precisely
correct temperature.

At the age of thirty-two, Kelly
was chosen by the Liberal Party to
replace her old boss, Peter Costello.
She won the seat of Higgins in a
by-election in 2009 and continues
to endear herself to her electorate
with common sense and dedication.
She is noted for being the first
woman to win a Liberal Party
pre-selection for a safe seat in
metropolitan Melbourne.

Kelly was born in 1977 and
has two sisters and one brother.

She grew up in Emerald in the
Dandenong Ranges, later in Kew,
and was educated in Presbyterian
Ladies’ College, Burwood. Today, she
and her husband Jon Mant live in
her electorate in South Yarra, where
Kelly especially enjoys running
(slowly) along the Yarra River.

To relax from her hectic
schedule, she likes a night out at the
movies, catching up with friends
and family and supporting the
North Melbourne Football Club.

In her spare time, Kelly can be found
with her nose in a book or on the
telephone.

Kelly joined the Liberal Party in
1995 while studying at Melbourne
University, where she graduated in
Arts-Law with honours.

After practising Corporate Law
for some time at the legal firm
Freehills, Kelly joined Peter Costello
in the Liberal Party as a policy
advisor. She subsequently became
Chief (economic) Policy Advisor.
However, when the Coalition
lost office in 2007, Kelly became
an Executive at National Australia
Bank.

Since her return to office in the
Liberal Party, Kelly has held many
Branch and electoral positions.

She is a seasoned campaigner who
has campaigned in every State and
Federal polls since 1995 and holds
that being a lawyer has helped

her as a politician to act as an
advocate on a range of issues because
“In both jobs,” she said, “You meet
a wide variety of people.”

In the House of Representatives,
Kelly serves on a number of
Standing Committees, including
the Legal and Constitutional Affairs
Policy Committee, the Standing
Committee on Economics and the
Joint Select Committee on the
Parliamentary Budget Office.

She is a Board member
of ‘Creativity Australia,” an
organisation that fosters the social
welfare of marginalised members
of the community. Kelly has
been a member of the Victorian
Adpvisory council of ‘Camp
Quality,” supporting children and
families affected by cancer. She has
represented various organizations in
leadership forums; they include:

B The Australian-Israel Leadership
Forum;

B The Australian Davos
Connection Leadership Retreat;

B The Australian-American Youth
Leadership Dialogue;

B The Asialink Australia-Asia
New Leaders’ Program and

B the Rambam Fellowship

Program.

The Rambam Fellowship Program
sponsors visits to Israel by selected
politicians, political advisors,
journalists and others. The visits are
organised by AIJAC — the Australia
/ Israel and Jewish Affairs Council.
The program was launched in 2003
and aims to impart a practical
understanding of the Middle East
and Israel. It strives to ensure that
the real story is told and seeks to
help eliminate bias from the media.

Kelly told me she had quite
recently embarked on one such trip
to Israel and felt privileged to have
met with Prime Minister Benyamin
Netanyahu, President Shimon Peres,
Advisor to the PM. Melbourne’s
Mark Regev and more. This was
not Kelly’s first visit to Israel as she
had been there under the auspices
of AIJAC in 2006. The security
was much heavier at that time, she
noted, and felt that the Wall had
made the difference.

“Had she left Israel with any
strong impressions?” | asked.

Kelly told me she had felt
acutely aware of the very organised,
concerted campaign to delegitimise
Israel. “It is an amagingly insidious
strategy,” she said. Returning to
the Australian scene, some major
projects on Kelly’s agenda are:

® Community safety — funding
needed for more C.C.T.V.
cameras to put in problem areas.

B Preserving the amenities of the
areas; for example to ensure
one was able to car-park in that
street.

B On a national level, to provide
proper funding for the cancer
screening program.

In conclusion, Kelly looks forward to

a strong relationship with the Jewish

people in her constituency.

We look forward to welcoming
Kelly to our Shule in the not
too distant future, following in
the footsteps of Peter Costello,
a frequent visitor in EFL
previous years.

I have
always thought that our marriage was heaven-made and maybe this is
a further reason.
As mentioned Joseph Cohen was born in Melbourne in May 1859
yet, amazingly, he was counted in the London census of 1861. If one looks
at the entry for 40 Newington Crescent it reads -

Julia was born at sea “on the good ship Kent”on 21 July 1860.

It would seem that Morris and Isabella travelled to London in 1860 to see
Isabella’s parents, to show off their children, and for Morris to buy furniture.
How important it must have been to see their parents to take a pregnant wife
and a very young child on such a treacherous and arduous six-month journey
is beyond belief.

In those days Australians were British citizens and did not need passports
to visit England. However, I have Morris’ 1860 passport issued in London to
enable him to travel to the continent and I even have a French clock of that
period which he must have purchased on this trip. All this family history
learned because | happened to see a book in a Paris shop window X
that aroused my interest. f

I was told that Brisbane is the
capital of Queensland, and that
Queensland is Australia’s second
fastest growing state after Victoria.

The community is
very active for its size.

I was impressed with the hard
work that Rabbi Jaffe and his

two day seminar.

The genuine curiosity and
desire that attendees had to
learn and grow in their Jewish
observance was inspirational.

After witnessing the results
of Rabbi Jaffe and Rabbi Sufrin’s
labour on the frontlines of Jewish
life in Brisbane, it can safely be said
that Jewish life in Brisbane is in a
healthy state!

This would be the first time I was
to go to shule, without Ron being
present, and | anticipated that it
would be very difficult.

I believe the first of everything
is daunting and significant, but |
also know that these situations must
be faced. So we went to Shule, and
then to the home of the Rabbi.

We looked forward with much
anticipation to meeting Racheli, the
children, and the usual 90 course
Shabbat lunch.

We had an added bonus, apart
from Rabbi Rubinfeld, Dianne
Jacobson, Bev and Eric Cohen,
Louis, Raie and Yvonne Segal and
Henry Leighton, we had the good
fortune to share the Shabbat Service
and lunch with the Chief Rabbi of
Poland, Rabbi Michael Schudrich.

The food
and the
questions
flowed freely,
and the poor
Chief Rabbi
hardly had
a chance to
eat, but he
answered all
questions
willingly and graciously and at the
same time juggled young Shalom,
our hosts’ youngest on his lap.

Rabbi Schudrich is of Polish
descent. His grandparents
immigrated to the United States
before WWII.

He is the oldest of four children
of Rabbi David Schudrich and Doris
Goldfarb Schudrich, born on 15th
June 1955,a significant day as our
Ron was born also on 15th June
eleven years earlier,in 1944.

Rabbi Michael Schudrich was
educated in the New York City
area where he obtained both a
Conservative and Orthodox smicha,
and served as the rabbi for the
Jewish Community of Japan from

1983 t01989.

After leading numerous Jewish
groups on tour to Eastern Europe
he began working for the Ronald
S.Lauder Foundation and resided in
Warsaw from 1992 to 1998.

He returned to Poland in 2002
as the Rabbi of Warsaw and Lodz,
and he was appointed Chief Rabbi of
Poland in December 2004.

The Rabbi has been instrumental
in the current “Jewish Renaissance”
taking place in Poland.

Rabbi Schudrich told us that
the apology of Pope John-Paul I
to world Jewry for the hundreds of
years of persecution by the Catholic
Church was a significant step
towards mutual understanding and
respect.

The Rabbi also told us of another
milestone recently in Poland. On
the passing of an important person
of the Catholic Church, the Rabbi
was invited but could not attend the
funeral as it was Shabbat.

However, he was present, and
did address the people at a memorial
service.

There, he spoke of the growing
understanding between the Jewish
and the Catholic communities.

His words were reported very
favourably in the main daily
newspaper and also televised.

This allowed the average
Polish person to see the way Rabbi
Schudrich reaches out in friendship.
The Rabbi’s work has created an
atmosphere that encourages dialogue
and communication.

We talked of the Jewish
Community here in Melbourne
and all the while admired the
way the Jack’s children conducted
themselves at lunch.

The food was delicious and
plentiful, the only negative was that
Racheli, who had laryngitis could
not speak. In spite of this, she was
still a most gracious and generous
hostess.

We wish her a refuah shelayma
and to all their family a comfortable
settling into our community.

It is our sincere hope that they
have much success in all G
they do on our behalf. i

Adult Education at The Toorak Shule

The Melbourne Hebrew Congregation has an impressively high
collective IQ. We proudly count many leading academics, professors and
professionals amongst our membership.

Over Rosh Hashanah [ joked to someone that unlike other synagogues
where occasionally they have to ask if there is a doctor in the house, in our
Shule, we make the request by speciality!

The Jewish People are correctly called the people of the book because
of the emphasis we place on our educational goals, and nowhere is that
more apparent than amongst our membership.

Historically, the principal occupation of the Jewish people has always
been study.

In Poland there were rooms set aside where people could learn in
groups. There were rooms for bakers, butchers, shoemakers and wagon
drivers. Every free moment that could be taken off work was devoted to
the study of Torah.

It wasn’t just a Polish fad. In Baghdad, storekeepers closed shop after
three hours and went to study for the rest of the day. In the Carpathian
hills, Roman Vishniac reports, “I found farmers with primitive tools
discussing metaphysics.”

Learning Torah isn’t like any other study. Other studies
are means to gain knowledge. Learning Torah is an end in
itself. It’s the experience of asking questions, searching
for answers, getting in synch with the minds of the sages
and uniting with nothing less than G-d’s wisdom.

It is against the historic background of this rich
intellectual tradition that I set about gathering
a group of talented members to serve on a new
Adult Education Committee. The mandate of the
committee would be to bolster adult education at
our Shule.

To date we have 11 men and women who
have raised their hands and volunteered to
be a part of this exciting committee, under
the capable leadership of our chairperson
— Lorette Brown.

Lorette explains “it is most edifying for
me to see the hard work that our talented
team is doing. The range of ages and
interests on the committee is broad and
a I believe representations a real cross
section of the wider community. It is
also most encouraging that none of the
members of the committee currently
holds a lay leadership position in the

ogue.

Our hope is that this committee will be a stepping stone for some
of its members to become more engaged in Shule life. I hope that the
committee will bring fresh and exciting ideas that will have a large
impact on shaping our Shule’s future.”

The committee is hard at work planning various lectures, discussion
groups, guest speakers and gatherings at private homes.

The committee is also soliciting the opinions of our members, and of
the wider Melbourne Jewish community, to determine which future events
they would be interested in having the Shule organise.

Another goal of the committee is to increase the use of various social
media like Facebook and Twitter to advertise and market our programming
to our membership as well as to the general community.

The first lecture series that was organised by the
committee was entitled “The Tourist’s Guide to the
Afterlife!”

The committee guaranteed everyone’s safe return! It was
only a tourist trip. | delivered this three-part lecture series
which covered the following topics:

B What exactly is a soul?

B What phases does the soul pass through
after it departs the body?

B Do Jews believe in reincarnation?

B Is there any scientific evidence to support
an afterlife?

Much of the lecture was based on the
teachings of Kabbalah.

Shane Lipton, one of the committee
members, and an attendee at the class noted
that each class drew large and engaged crowds
that packed the room. He said “it was the
perfect Jewish function since at the end
there were more questions than answers.

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The Esther Story

Around 400 BCE the mightiest
ruler of his times, King
Ahasuerus, governed the
world from Ethiopia to India.
Influenced by Haman, an evil
Amalekite adviser, the king
condemned us to death. But
we were saved by Esther; a slip
of a girl, probably a teenager,
who beguiled the king with her
beauty; her promotion from
commoner to queen gave us a
high-ranking advocate.

Behind her — counseling,
strategizing — was her cousin,
Mordechai. The king owes a
huge debt to Mordechai, who has
uncovered a coup and conspiracy
against Ahasuerus.

So, Esther, having won the king’s
favor, tells him of Haman’s slanders
against her people and reveals that
this Persian Hitler plans genocide.
Only at the end of her campaign
does she reveal her Jewish identity
to the king.

Initially, she approached the
king uninvited. She risks her life
for her people. She reminds him of
her cousin’s services to the throne.
The Jews are saved. Haman and
his supporters are hung on the very
gallows constructed for Mordechai
and his people. Ominously, we
should remember the Persia of the
scroll of Esther is the Iran of today.

Interestingly, G-d is never
mentioned in the scroll of Esther,
an omission that has long puzzled
rabbis and bible scholars. Earlier in
Exodus and other biblical books, the
Israelites repeatedly call on Him,
but not in the Book of Esther. Esther
and Mordechai (perhaps inspired
and guided by Him) do the heavy
lifting. It demonstrates the very
heartbeat of Judaism. First we do our
best — then we pray to ask G-d for
his miraculous intervention. If your
neighbor is sick, say our rabbis, first
bring her a bowl of soup — then pray
for her recovery.

Esther: Our deliverer. A feminine

messiah, so to speak. Beautiful
and charming. The queen who
risked her life for her people.

Ahasuerus: The conqueror of
empires, king of the world from
Ethiopia to India, who is in
turn conquered by the beauty
of Esther.

Haman: Adviser to Ahasuerus.
Direct descendent of the
Amalekites and role model to
Heinrich Himmler.

Mordechai: Cousin to Esther.
Strategist and architect of the
campaign to save Persian Jewry.

m Hatach: A kindly court official

who carries letters between

Esther and Mordechai.

Zeresh: Haman’s wife; not a
winner. If Esther’s a 10, she’s a
1 — lucky to be married, even to
Haman.

Bigtan/Teresh: Treasonous court
officials who plotted to kill the
King. Instead, their schemes are
uncovered by Mordechai.

m Hegai: “Keeper of Women”
says the scroll, meaning that
he managed the King’s harem.
“Well, somebody’s gotta do it,”
he comically explained to his
envious friends in the bars of

Shushan.

The Story:

That Esther, she is one of the
great triumvirate of Jewish heroines.
Her two sister heroines are, who
else? Yael and Judith. The latter two
you'll recall, dispatch two of Israel’s
enemies to that special Gehenna,
or Hell, where Amalekites sing
“Hatikvah” on our holidays.

But Esther — ah, there’s a woman
of subtlety as well as valor. She’s
behind the scenes, orchestrating,
scheming, directing. Totally
invisible to her antagonists, she’s
the ghostess with the mostest, you
might say.

Once Cousin Mordechai alerts
her to the peril facing her people,
she swings into action. Two lavish
banquets — not one, but two — she
throws for the king, and Haman, of
all people. It’s the first Purim oneg.
And although the Megillah does not

spell out the menu, I'm sure Esther
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laid out a nice spread with
plenty of Persian slivovitz
followed by platters of those
crisp, little, layered honey
cakes. Maybe even lox, if she
could grab a salmon out of
the Tigris River.

Esther’s eyes caress the
king — those succulent
cakes melt in his mouth.
They’re eating high on
the challah, so to speak.
Haman’s at the party,
too — the quintessential
Amalekite — Hitler, in a warp
of time. He sits in a corner
daydreaming of the gibbet
for the Jew, Mordechai. Over
in a corner, Esther and the
king are having a serious
conversation. Esther, the
supplicant, pleads with the
king for her people, Israel, as she
fantasises a special Hell for Haman
in which he eternally grates potatoes
for the latkes of all Chanukahs yet
to come. She gazes soulfully at the
monarch like he’s a huge honey
cake. In the background, we can
almost hear a silvery “Taps” — with
a klezmer lilt — for Haman the
Amalekite.

My good friend, Herb, loves to
hear this Megillah. As I say, he’s a
Purim regular. There he is — every
year with his own grogger — just like
the Minyan Club members have
their own tallit and tefillin. And
he’s carrying one of those neat,
silvery hip flasks just to make sure
he obeys the talmudic injunction to
be sufficiently zonked so he can’t tell
Haman from Mordechai.

Well, I love Purim as much as
Herb. On what other holiday can
you make obnoxious noises and talk
more than the rabbi without being
shushed? I guess, like Herb, I'm a
Purim Jew.

Commonwealth Games 2010 New Delhi
with Henry Jolson QC

| was woken by a noise outside
my hotel room in New Delhi
and discovered that there were
2 security men outside armed
with machine guns.

I was in New Delhi in the first
two weeks of October last year as a
member of the Court of Arbitration
for Sport Tribunal set up to hear and
determine any disputes that might
arise out of or in connection with
the Commonwealth Games. I was
one of six appointed. The others
were from the United Kingdom,
Canada, Singapore, South Africa
and India. I had been appointed a
long time before but was concerned
not only about the security aspects
of the Games but more importantly
the health risks associated with
Dengue fever following recent heavy
rains in New Delhi.

My wife, Carolyn, decided
not to go but I was determined to
go despite the threat of terrorist
aggression and health warnings.

Armed with copious amounts of
mosquito repellent and long sleeved
shirts, [ arrived in New Delhi on 2
October 2010 and remained there
until 14 October 2010.

I do not regret my decision to
go as the Games proceeded without
any security interruption or health
issues and I successfully avoided the
dreaded ‘Delhi belly’.

I was surprised and impressed
with the quality of the facilities
especially the conditions in the
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athletes’ village that was the focus
of much media criticism which I
believe was totally unfair. [ visited
both the Australian and United
Kingdom Delegations to the Games
and was shown the conditions of the
athletes’ accommodation, recreation
and training facilities. None of the
officials or athletes complained and
most of them commented that the
conditions were the best they had
experienced over previous Games.

I suppose that if one were to go to a
construction site 3 or 4 weeks before
delivery it would not be too difficult
to find a toilet or two that has been
used or misused by contractors.
That appeared to be the case in the
village. There were some unmade
paths but certainly not the cause for
any concern.

There was an over-presence of
military and police security. The
two armed guards that I mentioned
before were stationed outside my
door the for the entirety of my
stay but, as I later found out, it
wasn’t to protect me, but rather to
protect Prince William who was
staying down the corridor for most
of the time. Certainly, the military
presence and the no-go zones gave
the impression that there were
no spectators at the Games. That
appeared to be the case in the
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first week when quite a number of
logistical problems arose, not the
least of which was a breakdown in
the computer system. This meant
that local people who had ordered
their tickets were not able to collect
them because they couldn’t be issued
until the computer glitches were
fixed towards the end of the first
week. In addition, a lot of foreign
spectators stayed away because

of the adverse publicity and most
of the foreigners who were there
were members or close friends of
athletes competing. Nevertheless,
as the tickets became available

and as India increased its tally of
gold medals, the local population,
aided by freebies offered by the
organising committee to bolster
the impression of spectators, the
local population came out in their
numbers. For example, the tennis
finals in which India competed
against Australia was in a packed
stadium. Interestingly enough there
was an anti-Australian sentiment
very clearly expressed by the local
spectators to the extent that there
was a lot of hissing and booing as
the Australian competitor served
and if she served a double fault, the
whole stadium cheered. It was very
uncomfortable being in the extreme
minority in that environment.

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The Rugby 7s and Hockey finals
were very well attended and it was a
great carnival atmosphere.

As a member of the CAS
Tribunal I was given what was
called ‘Affinity’ accreditation that
meant I could go virtually anywhere
and [ was provided with my own
car, driver and liaison officer at my
disposal 24/7. The problem was
that there were no cars available
until late in the first week due to
a dispute between the car supplier
and Organising Committee over
payment. Likewise, and farcically,
there was a noticeable absence of
volunteers throughout the first week
of the Games because once they had
been given their meal vouchers and
uniforms they disappeared ostensibly
over working conditions.

The CAS Tribunal had very
little work to do. We had an appeal
in the first day of the Games that
related to the eligibility of an athlete
to represent his country. He was
refused accreditation because he
was not a citizen of his country, in
this case, a Territory of the State
of Australia. The problem was that
that Territory did not recognise the
status of citizen but only recognised
the status of resident. It was a
picnic for the lawyers and we had
to decide whether the accreditation
was correctly refused. In the end
we decided that the athlete would
not have qualified either as a citizen
or as a permanent resident of the
Territory that he wanted to represent
and therefore could not compete in
the Games. After that there were 3
potential doping disputes but they
were resolved at an earlier level in
the disciplinary procedure and we
were not called upon to intervene.

So, it was then a matter of
enjoying the Games and enjoying
the hospitality of the Organising
Committee and of the City of New
Delhi that we graciously accepted.
